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All Out to Defend Jobs, Pay and Pensions

PCS led the way in June to defend jobs, services and pensions and now only 5 months after we are on the verge of what is likely to be the biggest strike this country has seen since the 1930s.
However we do need to be clear that no matter what happens after 30 November this fight is far from over. The bosses who caused this economic crisis, and who are driving political policy so that the market can continue to make vast wealth at our expense, are not going to relinquish their power without sustained action. They may allow the politicians to tinker with pension provisions, like Maude’s take it or leave it offer, but wholesale privatisation of the welfare state, with low pay, insecure jobs and the continuation of making the majority pay for the deficit is still their aim.
Given the fact that public sector workers, and in particular PCS members, are some of the lowest paid, are suffering the consequences of the bosses’ recession along with high inflation, a pay freeze, threats to their jobs, it is no wonder that so many are now willing to take action.
The attacks on our pensions are nothing more than a tax on public sector workers and will see us paying almost the equivalent of an extra days pay per month, while having to work longer to get less
Left Unity is proud of the fact that many PCS members facing these and future attacks realise that we shouldn’t have to pay for the current economic crisis.

As socialists we in Left Unity believe in a better and fairer society that should provide far more for the many rather than the view taken by the mainstream parties who provide for the rich few, such as bailing out the banks which is the major cause of the budget deficit and while they insist we pay for it through cuts, job losses and privatisation.

Left Unity will not stand by and allow the government to tear up our contracts of employment, cut our pay and wreck or pension provisions as we understand that this is about defending our jobs against cuts and privatisation.  We will not pay for the bosses’ economic crisis.
As mentioned we in Left Unity believe in a fairer workplace and fairer society but we not only believe in this we are prepared to work and fight for this by taking those arguments into the workplace, to picket lines, to politicians and into the wider trade union movement.
