· Opposing privatisation.

· Fair and adequate staffing and resources to deliver services. Your MoD Left Unity led GEC is campaigning in every TLB for a properly resourced and funded Ministry of Defence.

We believe that our record on the these issues is excellent and our union’s members have seen a real improvement in the service they receive since the election of a Left Unity majority onto the GEC and the Democracy Alliance majority at national level.
